HISTORICAL NOTES 

 

 

 

 The Town of Auburn is made up of land areas which were, in colonial times, outlying 

parts of Worcester, Leicester, Sutton and Oxford.  These areas were incorporated as the town of 

Ward on April 10, 1778.  It was so named to honor Major General Artemas Ward, the 

commander of colonial forces in Cambridge until Washington arrived. 

 

 Ward became a center for mail distribution in 1825, but because of a similarity in spelling 

and writing "Ward" and "Ware", difficulty in mail delivery resulted.  A petition to the legislature 

to change the town name was granted in 1837 and the name Auburn was adopted.  Population at 

that time was 649. 

 

 The economic history of Auburn has been a combination of agriculture and industry.  Its 

home industries flourished in the early 1800s.  With the growth of Worcester's factory-based 

industries, Auburn was soon overshadowed.  Its residents turned to Worcester for employment.  

Agriculture also declined, and in 1957 there were only four farms in contrast to 100 or more 

listed in 1857. 

 

 In the last 50 years, Auburn has experienced rapid growth in industry and business 

development while the population has only gained a few thousand in number since the 1970’s.  

Improved roads have moved industry to the suburbs.  Auburn has several industrial parks as well 

as other industrial areas and shopping areas. The easy access off  I 290, I 90, I 395, Routes 12 

and 20 make Auburn a popular destination for shopping, working and living.   

 

          The first of Dr. Robert Goddard's liquid propelled rockets was fired on Pakachoag Hill in 

1926.  It was the forerunner of today's space flights.  Dr. Goddard is considered the father of 

modern rocketry.

Town Clerk 
 

 The pages of general information, town government organization, historical notes, in 

memoriam, elected officials, appointed officials, town meetings and elections are a compilation 

of the records of the Town Clerk’s Office for 2014. 

The census was mailed the first week in January to approximately 7000 households and 

included a dog license form.  Between January 1
st
 and March 31

st
 768 dog licenses were 

processed, mostly by mail.  Total dog licensing for the year was 1277 tags issued. 

The Annual Town Meeting was held May 6th with 37 articles acted upon. The meeting 

dissolved in one night.  There were two special Town Meetings held on October 21, 2014 and 

November 18, 2014.  At the October meeting money was appropriated to build a new middle 

school on West Street.  At the November meeting $2.875 million was considered to purchase 

approximately 50 acres of land under the designation of M.G.L.c.61A.  The town had first right 

of refusal to purchase this property.  The owners have a purchase and sales from a developer at 

this $2.875 million price.  The town meeting voted to authorize borrowing of the money for the 

purchase of this property. 

Technology is always a top priority in the office since we are being asked to do more 

with less.  On line payments for Dog Licenses and Vital Records are the most used of the options 

available.  There is a swipe card device for credit or debit card payments at the counter.  More 

and more customers are choosing to pay with a card even though there is a fee charged.   

The State Vital Records Division instituted an on line registration of Death Records.  

This allows for Burial Permits and Death Certificates to be processed through a web based 

internet database and has streamlined the process of issuing burial permits and certified death 

certificates.  Combined with on line payments through Unibank, the process is much quicker.     

An on line Birth registration system has been in existence for several years.

At a meeting held on March 2, 2014, the registrars approved a voter registration flyer. 

Daniel Carpenter had scheduled a voter registration at Bay Path High School on March 11, 2014.  

There was another session scheduled at Auburn High School in April.   

The Annual town Election was held on May 20, 2014.  Daniel Carpenter was elected 

Selectman and resigned as a Registrar.  Susan Weagle was appointed by the Board of Selectmen 

as a Registrar representing the Town Democratic Committee. 

A recount of the May 20, 2014 election was requested by Michael Robidoux and held on 

June 5, 2014.   

Final vote counts for the candidates after the recount were as follows:  Denise Brotherton 

840, Daniel Carpenter 683, Michael Robidoux 669, Robert Grossman 639, Dennis Natoli 421, 

and Carl Westerman 337.     

At the registrar’s meeting held on August 20, 2014, Michael McNamara was voted Chair. 

Debra Gremo, Assistant Town Clerk and Melinda Kemp, Principal Clerk were appointed 

Assistant Registrars for the purpose of processing voter registrations and preparing for elections.   



 The State Primary Election was held September 9, 2014 and the State Election was held 

November 4, 2014. 

On the 20
th
 day before each election that was held this year, the registrars conducted a 

voter registration in the Clerk’s office until 8:00 PM.   

The office is continuing the process of obtaining Listing Books through on line payments. 

Listing Books paid for online can be emailed in a PDF format or mailed by regular mail for an 

additional charge. The Clerk’s office has spiral bound books for anyone who wants a printed 

book.

Article 1.  REPORTS OF COMMITTEES 

Finance Committee 

The Finance Committee has completed its review of the Town’s budgets and CIP for 

fiscal 2015, which you have before you now.  I would like acknowledge the hard work by our 

committee and I appreciate their commitment to adding value to the annual budget process.  

Everyone on our committee has taken a personal ownership interest in how we run our town, and 

although we didn’t unanimously agree on all actions taken by town administration and the Board 

of Selectmen, we respect and appreciate their efforts in presenting to our committee a practical 

and forward-thinking budget. 

The $$55.6M budget before you represents an $880,000, or a 1.6% increase from the 

final 2014 budget. 

Highlights from the proposed budget and Warrant Articles include: 

¶ Initial savings in interest expense due to the recent upgrade in our bond rating 

¶ Continued support in addressing our OPEB obligation 

¶ Continued support for our long-term roadway improvement plan 

¶ Completion of substantially all negotiations of our municipal union contracts, resulting in 

fair wage increases balanced by modest benefits concessions 

¶ A practical and cost-effective approach to funding a nearly $1M Fire Department Tower 

truck

Our town CFO will have a presentation with highlights and modifications to the 2015 budget.

Middle School. 

 Article 12 and Articles 14 through 18 repurpose previously approved CIP and warrant

Article 13 adds $200,000 to the Stabilization Fund. 

Articles 19 thru 21 recommend approval. 



Articles 22 and 23 defer to petitioner, which are street acceptances.

Article 1.  REPORTS OF COMMITTEES 

Finance Committee  

On behalf of Finance Committee Chair Kevin Hussey, who needed to recuse himself from these 

proceedings due to past prior professional conflict of interest concerns, the Finance Committee 

was asked to make a recommendation to Town Meeting whether to support funding for the 

proposed acquisition of approximately 50 acres of agricultural land on Pakachoag Hill, also 

known as Southold Meadows.  This tract of land is subject to a purchase and sales agreement 

between the Post family and a developer signed in August, 2014 with the Town of Auburn 

contemplating the right of first refusal to purchase the land for $2.865 million.  Regarding 

Article 2, if the Board of Selectmen and the Town Meeting are in favor of purchasing this 

property, the Finance Committee recommends an authorization to borrow $2.865 million by 

implementing the Town CFO’s strategy of using a combination of BANs and 10 year Bonds to 

finance 100% of the net purchase price of the land. 

 

The finance Committee’s opinion is that this financing strategy leverages the already existing 

strong bond rating of the Town and takes advantage of historically low borrowing rates, and the 

Committee also feels that using Stabilization Funds or Free Cash to support this purchase would 

place an unnecessary and negative risk on our bond rating, as would explicitly run counter to the 

Town of Auburn’s own current Financial Guidelines,  Bear in mind our upcoming debt 

obligations.  The Town’s share of the Auburn Middle School project is $23,743,922 of which 

$13,653,000 was bonded in Sept. 2014 with the remaining balance of $10,090,922 to be bonded 

in 2015. 

 

As a Town, we should also recognize that tonight’s scenario might well repeat itself.  The Town 

might again have the right of first refusal to purchase Ch. 61A protected land.  We need to keep 

this in mind as we move forward into the next fiscal years.
